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Every year, many language learners travel to English-speaking countries to study at schools and colleges. The reason
why they choose an English-speaking country, instead of studying at o) home, is that they want “total immersion” in
the language. This is the experience of being surrounded by English: hearing it used by native speakers and using it

to communicate in real situations.

At least, @ that is what is supposed to happen. But unfortunately, many students find that when they arrive at their
school, they hear their own language, not English. This is because there are many other students who have come to
the country with (» the same goal. And, strangely enough, these students like to speak their own language.

Being in school with a lot of other students who speak the same language as you can be a barrier to learning. The
reason is as follows: the more you speak your own language, the less you speak English. And the less you speak English,
the less you learn English. You are so used to speaking your own language that you are unlikely to avoid speaking it
even in a foreign country.  This is why some students try to choose an unfamiliar English-speaking country where

they have fewer chances to speak the language they want to learn.
